AR FILTRATION DEVICES (AFD) USED TO GENERATE NEGATIVE PRESSURE SHALL NOT UTILIZE
EXISTING ELECTRICAL OUTLETS FOR POWER; THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE, INSTALL, AND
MAINTAIN A GFCI TEMPORARY POWER PANEL FOR AFD OPERATION.

ALL AFD EXHAUST TUBES SHALL BE ROUTED OUTDOORS; WITH WINDOW/DOOR OPENINGS

SECURED WITH A MINIMUM 3 INCH OSB SHEETING AND 2X4 FRAME; OPENINGS SHALL BE NO
LARGER THAN NECESSARY FOR A SINGLE TUBE.

NPEs SHALL INCLUDE A MINIMUM OF 6 MIL. POLY SHEETING, OR DUCT TAPE, SEALED OVER
ALL OPENINGS AS A CRITICAL BARRIER, A MINIMUM OF 6 MIL. POLY SHEETING SEALED OVER
ALL WALLS, A MINIMUM OF 4 MIL. POLY SHEETING SEALED OVER ALL CEILINGS, AND A MINIMUM
OF 6 MIL. POLY SHEETING SEALED OVER ALL FLOORS; POLY MAY BE OMITTED OVER SURFACES
TO BE ABATED. ALL POLY SHEETING, EXCEPT CRITICAL BARRIERS SHALL BE REMOVED AFTER
RECEIVING A PASSING VISUAL INSPECTION AND APPLICATION OF ENCAPSULANT.

UTILIZE A MANOMETER TO VERIFY PRESSURE DIFFERENTIAL FOR EVERY NPE.

DUMPSTERS/TRUCKS/TRAILERS USED FOR ASBESTOS WASTE SHALL BE LABELED WITH ASBESTOS
DANGER TAPE AND SIGNAGE. USE ONLY FULLY ENCLOSED DUMPSTERS/TRUCKS/TRAILERS TO
STORE OR TRANSPORT ASBESTOS CONTAINING WASTE.

WHEN A HEPA VACUUM STATION IS UTILIZED INSTEAD OF A 3—STAGE DECONTAMINATION, THE
HEPA VACUUM STATION SHALL INCLUDE, AT A MINIMUM, A SINGLE CHAMBER POLY LINED ROOM
THAT IS ATTACHED TO THE WORK AREA WITH A DEDICATED HEPA VACUUM. ALL PERSONNEL
SHALL ENTER/EXIT THROUGH THE HEPA VACUUM STATION.

PLACE ALL ASBESTOS CONTAINING WASTE IN LEAK TIGHT AND IMPERMEABLE CONTAINERS PRIOR
TO REMOVING FROM THE REGULATED AREA. WHEN BAGS ARE USED THEY SHALL BE A MINIMUM
OF 6 MIL. IN THICKNESS WITH WASTE DOUBLE BAGGED. ENSURE WASTE CONTAINERS PASS
THROUGH AT LEAST A SINGLE CHAMBER, POLY LINED LOAD OUT ROOM THAT IS ATTACHED TO
THE WORK AREA; THE DECON STATION MAY BE USED FOR WASTE LOAD-OUT.

THE WORK REQUIRES THE USE OF TAPES AND ADHESIVES TO SECURE POLY SHEETING OVER
PAINTED SURFACES; THE WORK ALSO INCLUDES THE REPAIR AND REPAINTING OF ANY SURFACE
DAMAGED AS A RESULT OF THIS. REPAIRS AND REPAINTING SHALL BE COMPLETED WITH A
FINISH THAT IS CONSISTENT WITH EXISTING FINISHES.
